Approval of City Council Agenda

Swearing In of New Aldermen and Alderwomen

The Aldermen and Alderwomen were sworn into their City Council positions. 


Cave Springs Walk / Bike Action Plan from Northwest Arkansas Regional Planning Committee

Alderwoman Winters made a motion to send to the Cave Springs Planning Commission the proposed Cave Springs Walk / Bike Action plan from Northwest Arkansas Regional Planning Committee.   This will allow the Cave Springs Planning Commission time to review and provide recommendations prior to moving forward with holding a public hearing and voting on the final recommendation.   Alderman Williams seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.






Approval of City Council Meeting Minutes

Alderwoman Winters made a motion to approve the December 8, 2014 City Council Meeting minutes with the following two changes.

· On page 2, change “Arkansas Natural Resource Council (ANRC) will allow the city to use the current water line” to “Arkansas Natural Resource Council (ANRC) will allow the city to use excess funds towards the new water line.” 
· On page 2, change Regional Trail Grant to Park Grant 
Alderman Williams seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.


City Financials

Alderman Finch made a motion to approve the City Financials for December 2014.  Alderwoman White seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.  

Alderman Fletcher made a motion to approve the Water Financials for December 2014.  Alderman Finch seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.

Alderman Fletcher made a motion to approve the Sewer Financials for December 2014.   Alderman Finch seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.


City Reports

Fire Report:  The City Council reviewed the submitted fire report.  

Police Report:  The City Council reviewed the submitted police report.  

Water and Sewer Committee:  Alderwoman Winters updated the City Council on the following.
· The committee is currently working on the budget.  There are several items that will need to be added that include the following.
· Chestnut / Rakes water lines of approximately $200,000
· Additional engineering costs of approximately $60,000 that was not included in the original request
· Relocation of water lines on Highway 264 West with approximate costs between $30,000 and $50,000
· Water line on Johnson will need to be replaced.
· Creeks Golf Course drip field repairs
· Environmental insurance with approximate costs between $16,000 and $20,000
· Penny continues to work on the application for the required environmental insurance.  She is currently working with Regions Bank.
· Work continues on new ordinances, including new water and meter rates.
There were several open questions discussed by the City Council during this portion of the meeting.  The open questions include the water and sewer budget and financials, first and second meters and overall procedures.  The decision was made to address each of the open questions that could not be answered in a future work session.  


Planning Commission:  In the absence of a representative from the Planning Commission, the following update was provided by Kimberly Masters.
· There was an approval of a new proposal for Lot 66 Hickory Hills Subdivision, Cave Springs, AR from Brett Hash.  
· There was a public hearing, with no public opposition, and approval of a rezoning request from Ben Shankle and Pavecon for property located at 706 South Main Street, Cave Springs, AR 72718.  The request is to change the property from R-1 to C-2.  
Public Comments

Mahmoud “MC” Chitsazan stated he has concerns with the proposed new location of the recycle trailers.  


Resolution 2015-01: 2015 General Fund Budget

Mayor Lee presented Resolution 2015-01: 2015 General Fund Budget.  Alderman Finch made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-01.  Alderman Williams seconded the motion.

Approval of 2013 Legislative Joint Audit Committee Financial and Compliance Report

Alderman Fletcher made a motion to accept the 2013 Legislative Joint Audit Committee Financial and Compliance report.   Alderman Finch seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.
