Appointment of City Recorder

Alderman Fletcher made a motion to appoint Amanda Yeatts as Deputy City Recorder.   Alderwoman Williams seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 5-0.


Approval of City Council Agenda

Alderman Williams made a motion to approve tonight’s agenda.   Alderwoman Finch seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 5-0.


Approval of May 11, 2015 City Council Minutes

Alderman Williams made a motion to approve the minutes from May 11, 2015.   Alderwoman Finch seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 5-0.


City Financials

Alderwoman Williams made a motion to approve the City Financials for May 2015.  Alderwoman White seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 5-0.  

Alderman Williams made a motion to approve the Water Financials for May 2015.  Alderwoman White seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 5-0.  
Alderman Finch made a motion to approve the Sewer Financials for May 2015.  Alderwoman Williams seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 5-0.  


Department Reports

Fire Report:  No one was available to provide fire department update.  

Police Report:  Chief Caudill provided the Police update.  Officer Hutchins medically retired after an injury that occurred while on duty.  Chief encouraged the council and attendees to spread the word of a retirement ceremony he will host in the future.  Chief advised the council that he appreciates everything they did for Hutchins, and he will keep them informed of his plans for a retirement ceremony to be held during a council meeting.  Chief asked the council to discuss and consider developing a policy for providing health insurance to retired officers whether it is for a limited time or lifetime. Alderman Fletcher asked if he could meet with Chief to talk about this; chief stated his door is open anytime.  Alderman Williams suggests the council to discuss parameters at a working session.  Chief will pull statistics from other agencies and see how they handle a situation as such.
Chief also mentioned that we have an officer involved with the Child Abduction Response Team.  He advised how this helps our small agency plugging into a bigger agency when a situation with missing boys occurred last month.  It gives us access to resources that are very helpful.
Alderman Smith asked what happened with Officer Murphy; Chief advised that Officer Murphy has resigned.
Alderman Fletcher asked about door to door solicitors.  Chief advised that the city has an ordinance addressing this issue.  An organized solicitation has to be approved through city hall, minus boy scouts, girl scouts, and churches.  He also informed of our no contact list for residents who do not want solicitors.

Planning Commission:  Mike Henson provided the following update to the City Council.  
· There was a business license request reviewed for a property located within Weston Hills subdivision.  The decision was tabled until additional documentation can be provided from the property owner’s POA.  
· There was a public hearing and vote for approval on March 23, 2015 for the NWA Regional Bicycle & Pedestrian Community Plan.
· Mr. Henson requested the City Council approve the Building Inspector and Code Enforcement position.
Water and Sewer Committee:  Alderwoman Winters updated the City Council on the following.
· A meeting was held on April 23, 2015, and it was a full committee attendance.  
· Committee discussed the proposed Ozark Acres waterline, and it is still on the table.  The committee decided to hold another public meeting and work from there.
· There needs to be some work done to Sewer Plant 2 including painting before we can use it..
· Several other topics were discussed but not voted on due to the lack of having a quorum. 
Mayor’s Report:  
· Charlie Holyfield provided an update on the price of the two approved trucks to purchase.  The current negotiated costs for both trucks are coming in under the approved amount of $60,000 at less than $55,000.  
· Charlie Holyfield also provided an update that franchise fees from AT&T have not been received for the past three quarters.  Additionally, Deffenbaugh has not paid their franchise fees due to not receiving the appropriate information from the city and the list of customers provided is not reconciling to the city records.  Mr. Holyfield is working to correct each of these issues.    

Public Comments

· Robbie Glen of Pegasus Candle and Candy Shop provided the City Council a proposal to review prior to the next City Council meeting to close a section of Chestnut Street on Saturdays.  
· Jerry Brown addressed the current sewer and water charges.  

City Employee Handbook Update

Alderwoman Winters stated the handbook is close to being finalized and will be sent out to each of the elected officials within the next two weeks.  All questions should be sent to Justin Eichmann and/or Alderwoman Winters.  


City Building Inspector and Code Enforcements

Alderman Fletcher made a motion to table the decision of moving forward with the City Inspector position until Mayor Lee can provide additional detail on the job description and salary recommendations.  Alderman Williams seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0. 






TAP Grant Update

Alderman Fletcher made a motion for Mayor Lee to move forward with negotiating a memorandum of understanding with Illinois River Watershed Partnership (IRWP) for the TAP grant.  Alderman Finch seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.  


City Employee Salary – District Court Clerk

Alderman Finch made a motion to approve Mayor Lee giving the District Court Clerk a raise that is within the approved budget.  Alderman Fletcher seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.  


Resignation of City Recorder

Kimberly Masters has submitted a letter of resignation effective May 1, 2015.  Alderman Finch made a motion to accept the resignation as of May 1, 2015 and to move forward finding a replacement to fill the position.  Alderwoman Smith seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.

Alderman Fletcher and Alderwoman White will coordinate the effort to post for the position and identify qualified candidates.  


New Sewer and Water Committee Members

Alderman Finch made a motion to approve Chuck Fehlig as a member for the Sewer and Water Committee (Position 1 through 2017).  Alderman Finch seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.

Alderman Fletcher made a motion to approve Josh Breedon as a member for the Sewer and Water Committee (Position 5 through 2016).  Alderman Williams seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.


Resolution 2015-07: Participation in the Region VIII Education Service Center for the Interlocal Purchasing System

Mayor Lee presented Resolution 2015-07: Participation in the Region VIII Education Service Center for the Interlocal Purchasing System.  Alderman Fletcher made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-07.  Alderman Finch seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.


Resolution 2015-08: Appropriating Funds and Authorizing Purchase of Two (2) City Vehicles

Mayor Lee presented Resolution 2015-08: Appropriating Funds and Authorizing Purchase of Two (2) City Vehicles.  Alderman Fletcher made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-08.  Alderman Finch seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.


Approval to Retain Kelly Ashworth as a Mechanic for City

Alderman Finch made a motion to table the topic of retaining Kelly Ashworth as the mechanic for city vehicle maintenance.  Alderman Williams seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.


Contract Services for Employee Payroll and Benefits

Jeremy Turley with TPC Paydays Made Easy provided an overview of an option for the City of Cave Springs to contract for employee payroll and benefit services.  

Alderman Finch made a motion to approve Mayor Lee entering into a contract with TPC Paydays Made Easy.  Alderman Fletcher seconded the motion.  With the exception of Alderwoman Smith, all agreed and the motion was approved 5-1.

Special Census

Alderman Fletcher made a motion to approve Mayor Lee submit an application for a special census.  Alderman Finch seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.


City Hall Accessibility

Alderman Finch made a motion to approve Daniel Barnes with McClelland Engineering to define an ADA compliant plan for City Hall.  Alderman Williams seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.  

Alderman Fletcher and Alderman Finch will support Daniel Barnes on this project.  


Ford and Brown Roads Paving

Alderman Fletcher made a motion to approve moving forward with creating a resolution defining the detail and costs associated for the paving of Ford and Brown roads.  Alderman Finch seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 6-0.

Alderwoman White made a motion for adjournment.  Alderman Williams seconded the motion. With there being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
