City Reports

Fire Report:  Justin Wallis provided the Fire update.  

Police Report:  Chief Caudill provided the Police update, along with an overview of the new armored vehicle that was donated by Bentonville.    





Water and Sewer Committee:  Alderwoman Winters updated the City Council on the following.
· A meeting was held on Feb 26, 2015; however, there was not a quorum.  Justin Eichmann, Daniel Barnes with McClelland Engineering and Cassie Elliott attended.
· There have been 38 eligible for low to moderate income grants with 10 applicants verified for the new sewer line.  Advertising has begun and the bid will officially open on March 18, 2015 at 1:00 pm.
· Irrigation meters have previously been winterized at no charge.  The current ordinance requires a base rate be paid each month for every meter.  McClelland Engineering is currently evaluating proposed options for moving forward.  
· Several deadlines are being worked towards on the project for widening Highway 264 by the Arkansas State Highway Transportation Department; however, the costs associated have not been finalized.  
· There has been $50,000 put in a capital account towards integrating in the future with Northwest Arkansas Conservation Authority (NACA).
· Rick will be working to obtain generators for the lift station and both plants.
· The committee is currently updating the master water and sewer lines, along with future potential phases.
· A change order will be presented tonight for the eight inch sewer line across Highfill Street. 
· Work will begin on the broken water line on Johnson.  
Planning Commission:  Mike Henson provided the following update to the City Council.  
· There were two new building permits approved over the past month.   
· There will be a public hearing on March 23, 2015 to review the NWA Regional Bicycle & Pedestrian Community Plan.

Presentation by Bentonville City Planner

Troy Galloway, AICP Bentonville City Planner discussed the past decisions and processes of Bentonville over several years that supported forward thinking and planning for major growth and housing changes within a city, along with personal recommendations for Mayor Lee and the City Council to consider.

Mayor Lee presented Resolution 2015-04: Authorization for Mayor to Execute a Change Order for the Downtown Sewer Line.  Alderwoman Winters made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-04.  Alderman Finch seconded the motion.  All agreed and the motion was approved 4-0.


Resolution 2015-05: Federal-Aid Transportation Alternatives Program Funds

Public Hearing and Special Planning Commission Meeting

Arkansas Municipal League IT Recommendation for Digital Record Retention

Level of Spending Authority by the Mayor
