AN ORDINANCE TO REPEAL ORDINANCE NO. 2006-26 IN ITS ENTIRETY; 

DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES. 

 

 WHEREAS, on August 28, 2006, the City Council of the City of Cave Springs, 

Arkansas adopted Ordinance No. 2006-26 declaring no parking along west Glenwood 

Avenue between the intersection of Arkansas Highway 112 and South Chestnut Street in 

Cave Springs, Arkansas, and to provide for the posting of “No Parking” signs on South 

Chestnut and Glenwood Street; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City Council, after thorough consideration, desires to repeal 

Ordinance No. 2006-26. 

 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the City of Cave 

Springs: 

Ordinance No. 2006-26 is hereby repealed in its entirety. 

EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  The City Council hereby determines that this 

Ordinance is necessary for the proper maintenance and control of the streets and 

roadways within the municipal city limits of the City of Cave Springs.  Therefore, an 

emergency is declared to exist, and this Ordinance being immediately necessary for the 

preservation and protection of the public peace, health, safety and welfare of the City and 

its citizens, shall become effective on the date of its passage and approval by the Mayor.  

If the Ordinance is neither approved nor vetoed by the Mayor, it shall become effective 

on the expiration of the period of time during which the Mayor may veto the ordinance 

enacting this Ordinance.  If the Ordinance is vetoed by the Mayor and the veto is 

overridden by the City Council, it shall become effective on the date the City Council 

overrides the veto.
